PROPOSAL OF THE ANNUAL WORK PLAN 

OF THE COUNCIL OF PRIVATE INTERNATIONAL LAW
for  2011. 
1. Analysis of the need for accession of the Republic of Serbia to certain Hague conventions (e.g. 1993; 1996; 2007, etc.);

2. Review of the mode of participation in the work of Hague Conference;
3. Analysis of the need for accession of the Republic of Serbia to certain international organizations that deal with Private International Law ( CIEC and others);

4. Analysis of the need for accession of the Republic of Serbia to conventions from the area of Private International Law adopted within other international organizations (issue of jurisdictional immunity (UN), Return of removed artworks (UNIDROIT) ,(UNCITRAL) etc.;  
5. Supervision of the work on enacting of the new Law on Private International Law;

6. Supervision of the work on preparation of the proposal on regional convention on Mutual Legal Assistance for the region of South-East Europe;
7. Consideration of the possibility for conclusion of the regional (Balkans)  convention with countries in the region, like the Lugano Convention, as well as proposal of diplomatic initiative for regional accession to the Lugano Convention or individually;
8. Assistance to state authorities in conclusion of bilateral Treaties on Legal Assistance, with regard to provisions related to Private International Law;
9. Supervision of negotiations related to Agreement on Succession related to Annex “G”; 
10. Consideration of the need to change examination subjects and literature in the Judicial Exam;
11. Proposing of priorities for translation of secondary sources of Private International Law of the European Union to Serbian language; 
12. Editing of the site of the Council within the web site of the Ministry of Justice, in Serbian and English;
13. Establishing of cooperation with faculties of law, the Judicial Academy and state authorities, with purpose of education of judges and state officials;
14. Consideration of some aspects and possibilities for establishing of legal communication with Kosovo and Metohija, within the legal system of the Republic of Serbia and verified international treaties. 
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
