CONCLUSIONS

PARTICIPANTS TO THE SEMINAR INVITE THE REPRESENTATIVES OF THE STATES PARTIES PRESENT TO IMPLEMENT THE FOLLOWING 

1. States are encouraged to consider adoption of proper national legislation concerning the implementation of the 1980 convention.

2. OPEN SWIFT AND TRANSPARENT COMMUNICATIONS SHOULD BE ENCOURAGED  BETWEEN CENTRAL AUTHORITIES AND OTHER BODIES INVOLVED IN THE OPERATION OF THE 1980 CHILD ABDUCTION CONVENTION

3.STATES PARTIES SHOULD CONSIDER CONCENTRATING JURISDICTION over requests for return of the child and access IN A LIMITED NUMBER OF COURTS.

4. EDUCATION AND TRAINING SHOULD BE OFFERED TO ALL ACTORS INVOLVED IN THE Implementation and OPERATION OF THE CONVENTION SUCH AS CENTRAL AUTHORITRY  JUDGES SOCIAL WORKERS ENFORCEMENT PERSONNEL AND POLICE

5.STATES PARTIES ARE ENCOURAGED TO DESIGNATE TO THE INTERNATIONAL HAGUE NETWORK OF JUDGES A  SITTING JUDGE WITH PROPER EXPERIENCE AND AUTHORITY WHO DEALS WITH CHILD ABDUCTION MATTERS ON A REGULAR BASIS 

6. STATES PARTIES ARE INVITED TO PROPERLY RESOURCE THEIR CA 

7. STATES PARTIES SHOULD CONSIDER MAKING AVAIBLE MECHANISM TO ENCOURAGE AMICABLE RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES SUCH AS MEDIATION.

8.STATES PARTIES ARE ENCOURAGED TO REVIEW PROCEDURES FOR THE RETURN OF THE CHILD INCLUDING AT THE ENFORCEMENT STAGE  TO MAKE THEM AS SPEEDY AND EFFECTIVE AS POSSIBLE.

9.EFFORTS SHOULD BE TAKEN TO RAISE PUBLIC AWARENESS REGARDIG THE 1980 CONVENTION

10.STATES ARE ENCOURAGED TO CONSIDER BECOMING PARTIES TO THE 1996 CONVENTION
