The Government issues the following
D E C I S I O N
TO FORM THE COUNCIL FOR PRIVATE INTERNATIONAL LAW
1. The Council for Private International Law is formed (hereinafter: the Council), for period of five years.

2. The duties of the Council shall be as follows:

1) to follow development of Private International Law and compliance of local regulations with international conventions in area of Private International Law, issued within the Hague Conference for Private International Law and other international organizations and regulations that represent sources of Private International Law of the European Union;

2) to consider issues related to accession of the Republic of Serbia to international organizations that deal with Private International Law;   

             3) to participate in professional debates and render professional opinion related to needs of the Republic of Serbia to access to international conventions in area of Private International Law, especially to those having interest for joining of the Republic of Serbia to the European Union and for gaining of freedoms and rights of citizens in areas regulated by those conventions; 
            4) to provide professional opinion related to possibility of adoption of certain solutions from Private International Law of European Union, contained in appropriate secondary sources of law of European Union, into the legal system of the Republic of Serbia; 

5) to give proposals and professional opinion and to participate in harmonization of ideas within the work on preparation of instruments for verification of international conventions in area of Private International Law, to which the Republic of Serbia is acceding to;
6) to give professional opinion related to compliance of the local regulations with international conventions in area of Private International Law that have been verified or to which the Republic of Serbia should accede, as well as with sources of Private International Law of the European Union, and to participate in elimination of possible discrepancies; 

7) to participate in professional debates related to application of conventions in area of Private International Law and certain solutions contained in secondary sources of Private International Law of the European Union; 
8) to provide professional assistance in implementation of education in judiciary and in state administration, related to application of  verified conventions in area of Private International Law, organized by the Judicial Academy and other institutions and authorities.

The Secretary of the Council is participating in activities of the Council without the decision-making rights.

4. Other experts might also participate in activities of the Council.

5. The Council issues internal regulations related to its activities.
6. The Council issues reports to competent Board of the Government each 60 days, and to the Government each 90 days. 
7. The Ministry of Justice shall provide professional and administrative and technical support to activities of the Council.
8. Members of the Council are entitled to compensation for work in the Council that shall be established by special act of the Government. Members of the Council who are state officials are not entitled to compensation for work in the Council.
9. This Decision shall enter into power on the eighth day of its publishing in the “Official Herald of the Republic of Serbia”.
